




















This is a win-win policy that addresses real rather than hypothetical
problems, and which would entail expenditure of only a small fraction of the
monetary cost of introducing a carbon dioxide taxation scheme.

5. Attempts to mitigate theoretical human-caused global warming through
restricting carbon dioxide emissions have no merit. By their very nature,
emissions trading schemes are extremely expensive, socially disruptive and
represent a high opportunity-cost non-solution to a non-problem.

ETS mitigation of carbon dioxide emissions addresses a hypothetical
problem only, and is a lose-lose-lose policy.
